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Upskill through training or education

It’s never too late to learn new skills. Whether your motivation is to get a job or start a hobby, Plymouth
has several providers offering adult education - and the courses are quite often free.

Courses range from business and coding to hair and beauty, animal care, sport and fitness, cooking, and
some can even help you to access university-level study.

Training delivered in person
